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KEEP YOUR HOME CALIFORNIA PROGRAM ENDING 

Effective June 29, 2018, the California Housing Finance Agency’s (CalHFA) Keep Your Home 
California (KYHC) programs are ending. Applications for any of the four KYHC programs will no 
longer be accepted after 7:00 p.m. on June 29, 2018. The four KYHC programs are as follows:   

• Unemployment Mortgage Assistance – Up to $54,000 available to cover monthly
mortgage payments, for up to 18 months. Applicants must have received their first
Unemployment Insurance (UI) benefits payment at the time of application.

• Mortgage Reinstatement Assistance Program – Up to $54,000 for eligible homeowners
to help reinstate past due first mortgage loans.

• Principal Reduction Program – Up to $100,000 to reduce the outstanding principal
balance of qualified homeowners with negative equity and/or unaffordable monthly
mortgage payments, often resulting in significantly lower monthly mortgage payments.

• Transition Assistance Program – Up to $5,000 in relocation assistance for eligible
homeowners to move into more affordable housing.

Since the applicants to the Unemployment Mortgage Assistance program must have already 
received UI benefits at the time of their KYHC application, America’s Job Center of CaliforniaSM 
staff should remove KYHC information from Rapid Response events with companies having 
employment end dates on or after June 8, 2018. Applicants will not have enough time to get 
their UI claims processed and begin receiving their benefits by June 29, 2018, if their 
employment end dates are after June 8, 2018.
