Si recibe un Formulario 1099G de parte del Departamento 
del Desarrollo del Empleo (EDD, por sus siglas en inglés) de 
California, y no presentó una solicitud para la compensación 
por desempleo en el 2020, es probable que sea víctima del 
fraude. 

Es posible que alguien haya presentado una solicitud 
ilegalmente con su nombre, dirección o número de Seguro 
Social. 

Actúe. Presente un reporte de fraude al EDD por internet 
o teléfono.   

Si el Formulario 1099G se emitió por error, el EDD eliminará 
la solicitud de su número de Seguro Social y recibirá un 
Formulario 1099G nuevo y correcto.

Estos recursos están disponibles para las personas que 
recibieron el formulario por error y necesitan que se corrija 
el problema, y para las personas que simplemente tienen 
preguntas sobre su Formulario 1099G.

¿Qué es un Formulario 1099G?

El Formulario 1099G es un registro del ingreso total que se emite a las personas que reciben compensación por 
desempleo de parte del EDD en un año calendario. Esto incluye:
•	 Compensación por desempleo en California, incluyendo los beneficios del Permiso Familiar Pagado.
•	� Compensación a través de programas federales de desempleo, incluyendo pagos adicionales de asistencia federal por 

desempleo proporcionada durante la pandemia. 

Qué hacer si recibe un Formulario 1099G
Fraude al Seguro de Desempleo:

Form 1099G is a record of the total taxable income the 
California Employment Development Department (EDD) 
issued you in a calendar year, and is reported to the IRS. 

You will receive a Form 1099G if you collected 
unemployment compensation (UC) from the EDD and 
must report it on your federal tax return as income. UC is 
exempt from California state income tax.

¿Es posible que aún pueda recibir un Formulario 1099G?
Si recibió beneficios por desempleo de parte del EDD en el 2020, se le emitirá un Formulario 1099G para fines de 
reportar sus impuestos federales. El Formulario 1099G se envía electrónicamente o por correo postal a las personas que 
no optaron por una copia electrónica únicamente. El Formulario 1099G también se pública en la cuenta de UI Online de 
los beneficiarios.

Este año el EDD tiene hasta febrero para emitir el Formulario 1099G, un mes después que en los años típicos. El IRS 
extendió el plazo para que el EDD procese el Formulario 1099G debido al gran volumen de solicitudes presentadas en 
el 2020.
