The Project Narrative is Exhibit A, which has three sections, Section I: Evaluation and Technical Assistance Plan, Section II: Statement of Capacity and Capabilities, and Section III: Budget Summary Narrative and Plan. Combined these three sections make up the 10-page limit.

Applicants can remove the boxes and/or bullets on the Project Narrative exhibit. The sections and Subsection titles must remain the same and, in order, written into the project narrative.

The presenter miscommunicated the answer to the question posed in the presentation on the topic. To clarify, The FAP TA DE PY 24-25 awardee will not be providing TA DE to the PY 23-24 program awardees, just the PY 24-25 programs, but would be expected to work with the PY 23-24 Program awardees and the PY 23-24 TA provider to ensure continued support for the FAP Program as a whole.

What are some common reasons for an application to be disqualified?

The three most common reasons for an application to be disqualified are as follows:
i. Missing or incomplete Commitment Letters
There is no leverage fund requirement for the FAP TA DE. However, Commitment Letters are not required unless the applicant is leveraging funds. If so, applicants should provide a letter to verify the dollar amount and the source of contributions from each entity that pledges cash or in-kind resources to the project. Also, the funds stated in the Commitment Letters must match the leveraged funds stated on the Cover Signature Page submitted in the application.

ii. No valid System of Award Management (SAM) account registration
Applicants must register with the SAM to apply for and receive funding for this initiative. Registration with the SAM must be reviewed and updated every 12 months to remain current, accurate, and complete in the SAM database. A recipient must maintain active registration with current information during which it has an application under consideration or an active state or federal award, including state and federal funding distributed through the EDD.

iii. Missing or incomplete exhibits
Before applying, please ensure that all required exhibits have been completed and are included in the submission.
